Continued Eligibility 
· The applicant must submit a sealed copy of their transcript. 

· The applicant must submit a cover page available from the Sheriffs' Association website every year.

· The applicant must submit a letter stating a declared major or area of academic interest and other information the student deems pertinent every year.

The applicant, after the start of school, must have the college/university submit a letter verifying that the student is a registered full time student. The letter must include the student ID number. In addition, the student's class schedule must accompany the letter or be incorporated in the letter. Funds will not be distributed to the school until enrollment verification has been received so it is incumbent upon the student to notify their school that they have been awarded a scholarship and that they will receive the funds after school begins.

A full time student is a person who is enrolled in a college/university for two semesters or three quarters of a school year beginning with the fall term, and the person is taking sufficient credits to be deemed a full time student by the college or university.
